Here is the end of term newsworthy items for your perusal and necessary action.  
RESUMPTION DATE AND TIME
Students are to resume on 11th January, 2014 from 11:00 am – 4:00 pm. Parents are encouraged to please respect the timing, because the school gates will be closed by 4:00 pm and NO student will be allowed in after 4:00 pm. “No resumption on Sundays”. Week- days (Mondays to Fridays) resumption is between 3:00 pm to 5:00 pm.
FINANCIAL NEWS
OUTSTANDING SCHOOL FEES: Please pay all outstanding fees recorded against your child on or before 10th January, 2014.  Kindly note students with outstanding fee (s) will not be cleared for admission into the hostel. 
 RENEWABLE AND REFUNDABLE CAUTION FEE: It is very sad to inform you that despite all effort by the school to improve her facilities that are geared towards enhancing the comfort of the students, some students are in the habit of destroying school properties and the properties of their fellow student(s). This has been a source of concern to the college. Consequently, the college has now introduced caution fee with effect from 2nd term 2013/2014 session. The caution fee will be used to replace or repair whatsoever school property a student destroys. It will also be used to replace or repair any damage a student does to his/her fellow student’s property. 

The caution fee is renewable where the initial deposit against the student is exhausted as a result of damage (s) done to school or schoolmate’s property. In an event where the student does not damage any property, the fee will be refunded to the parent upon graduation from the college or when the child is leaving the college for another school.

The caution of five thousand naira (N5000) per student is to be paid on or before 10th January, 2014.  Parents should please advise their children against destructive behavior or tendencies.       

POCKET MONEY: All students are expected to have pocket money deposited with the bursary department. Parents are encouraged to pay or balance their children pocket money account to a maximum of N3000. The school releases N500 per week to each student from their pocket money account. Each student has been given the pocket money statement of account for the term; parents are advised to demand for it from their children and peruse through the document.

2014 WELCOME TEST

Welcome test is part of the continuous assessment for 2nd term and it begins on Monday 13 January, 2014. You are therefore advised to ensure prompt resumption by your child, because the school will not give make-up test to those who resume late, except for cases of ill-health which must be backed up with a medical certificate. Parents are urged to ensure that the children create time for study while at home for the Christmas and new-year holiday.
ACADEMIC MATERIALS
Parents are to ensure that relevant materials/textbooks recommended by the school are provided for their children. Also parents are also to ensure that their children resume with all their previous note books to enhance better learning and performance of the children.
RECENT INFRASTRUCTURAL DEVELOPMENTS IN THE SCHOOL

By the grace of God, the college has made more giant strides in the area of general infrastructural development which is hoped to make the students stay in school more comfortable. Among other developments are: 
1. Improvement in the drainage system, 
2. Procurement of modern classroom desks, 
3. Procurement of more dining/ kitchen utensils,
4. Improvement in quality and quantities of meal 
5. Employment of six waitresses to assist in the dining hall, 
6. Procurement of solar lightening panels to boost the lightening system at night, 
7. Improvement in staff salary, 
8. Building of more staff quarters to accommodate more staff on campus, 
9. Improvement in ICT facilities, 
10. Putting finishing touches on the building of two additional examination halls, one computer studio, one science and one home economics/laboratory.
11. Extension of fence wall to boost the security network 
UNIFORM
Female students with tight fitted skirts and the skirts are also above their knees, similarly and male students with blue and brown trousers chinos materials that are not of the school recommended colour, specifications and materials and students not dressed to acceptable standards of the college will be sent home without any notice to parents. We appeal to parents to ensure that their children resume with proper uniforms sewn to acceptable standards of the school.
UNIFORM IDENTIFICATION TAG: We expect all male and senior female students to resume with their surname, 1st name and the initial of their 2nd name stitched using computer monogramming design with 3.5 - 4.5 font size on the breast pocket of their shirts (blue colour for white uniforms and white colour for coloured uniforms), while for the junior female students, it should be done slightly above the school badge region of their blouses (blue colour for white uniforms and white colour for coloured uniforms). Please same should also be done to the belt region of the trouser or skirt. 
School shoes: The recommended shoe for classes is any black shoe with flat sole, complete cover not semi- cover shoe. Recommended school shoes are now available at the cost of N2,000:00, interested parents can now purchase directly from the school.  
Games wears: we have observed that some of our students have outgrown their present games wears, in some cases, the wears have faded. Similarly, we also observed that some of our students are not having light-canvass, boot and other games wear. Consequently, parents are encouraged to make replacement where need be. Games wears (tee-shirt, short or skirt, and track-suit) are available in school at the cost of N3000 per set.
PROVISION REQUIREMENTS
